The Master Plan Update will serve as the guiding document for PBI’s future development. The Master Plan Update will, at a minimum, provide for the following elements:

· Facilities Implementation Plan
· Environmental Considerations
· Financial Feasibility Analysis

One (1) Consultant will be selected to complete the Master Plan Update.

This contract will be funded in whole or in part with federal funds. Firms submitting proposals must be familiar with the detailed federal requirements applicable to projects funded with federal grants that are described in detail in the Request for Proposals (RFP).
